The following sketch shows the location of required safety tags on Wallace Tri-Adjustable Gantry Cranes. All
locking pins or pins with a quick release must have a corresponding Tag 1969. Following the schematic below is
a complete listing of all text found on all Labels and Tags on the Crane.

Extend caster frame for greatest
stability.
Lock casters parallel to I-Beam.
Install the Safety Stops (one per leg)
before pulling load bolts. They limit
downward leg travel - see
instructions on tags attached to
stops.
Raise upper leg slightly to release
the load bolt, then pull out and rotate
90° (or pin where applicable) to “lock
out” position.
After adjusting height, turn back to
unlock. Be certain all load bolts are
fully engaged.
Relocate safety stops with tags.
